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DISCUSSION QUESTIONS - OCT. 19-25
These questions are for week three of the Alive series. This weeks topic is ÒAlive AgainÓ. Look over these 
questions prior to coming to group and be prepared to share your thoughts. There are daily readings on page two 
for you to read and apply to your life.

¥! No masks, no facades-just truth.  Who are 
you when no one is looking?  Do you find 
it di!cult  to be the “real” you?  Do you 
play “dress-up” during the day, looking 
good for all to see, when at night in the 
quiet you are really a mess, hurting for 
something?  Does your day consist of 
layers of disguises and facades?  What 
would happen if the layers were exposed?

¥! What are some of the things you hide that 
you never want others to find out about 
you?  Is it hard to keep hiding?  Is it hard 
to live your life this way?  Do you hope for 
a life of freedom and authenticity?

¥! What are some ways to break free from 
the chains that bind you?  Have you ever 
heard the song “This Little Light of Mine?”  
Think about the words, so simple, so 
childlike, yet so worthy of hearing.  Do 
you hide your light because you are 
nervous what others may think?  What are 
those obstacles?  How do you overcome 
them?

¥! What are you searching for?  Has God 
shown you, revealed it to you, and you 
received it?  Has He shown you and you 
denied it?  

¥! Think about what Jesus said to 
Nicodemus in John 3:8, “The wind blows 
wherever it pleases.  You hear its sound, 
but you cannot tell where it comes from 
or where it is going.  So it is with everyone 
born of the Spirit.”  You may not be able to 
see the wind, but you can certainly see the 
e"ects  of the wind, whether it be gentle or 
strong.  Like the wind, Jesus is always 
near.  He is waiting for you to call out to 
Him, to seek Him, and to find Him.  Has 
the Holy Spirit moved in your life?  In what 
way(s)?

¥! Jesus loved Nicodemus and Nicodemus 
loved Jesus.  John 19:38-42 describes how 
Nicodemus helped wrap Jesus’ body after 
he was crucified and place Him in the 
tomb.  He tenderly took care of Him.  Do 
you love Jesus that much?  Even though 
Nicodemus came to Jesus in the dark, he 
was a changed man?  He showed that love.  
It doesn’t matter where you are, no matter 
the darkness, no matter the sin, no matter 
the fear, Jesus is waiting for you.  Will you 
lay everything before Him and start in the 
light, ready for the dawn of a new day?
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Sunday
Ephesians 5:8 - For you were once 

darkness, but now you are light in the Lord.  Live 

as children of light

Prayer : Lord, thank You for the hope of 

moving from darkness into light.  Show me 

today how to reßect Your light.

Question:   Are you reßecting GodÕs light?  

What does that mean to you?

Application:   Put the darkness behind you 

and stand tall in the light.  What are some ways 

you can shine in the light of God today?

Monday
2 Corinthians 4:6  - For God, who said, 

ÒLet light shine out of darkness,Ó made his light 

shine in our hearts to give us the light of the 

knowledge of the glory of God in the face of 

Christ 

Prayer:   God, help me to search You and 

be open to what You have to say.

Question:   What does it mean to be in Òthe 

light of the knowledge of the glory of God?Ó  Did 

Nicodemus walk in that light?

Application:   How can/do you walk in that 

same light?

Tuesday
Romans 13:12  Ð The night is nearly over; 

the day is almost here.  So let us put aside the 

deeds of darkness and put on the armor of light.

Prayer:   Pray for God to clothe you with 

the armor of light so that you may be able to 

stand against the darkness.

Question:   God can reveal Himself to you 

in the darkness, but you have to choose to step 

into the light.  What excuses are you making to 

not step into the light?  

Application:   How can you move fully 

toward God and leave the darkness behind you?  

Wednesday
John 3:8  Ð The wind blows wherever it 

pleases.  You hear its sound, but you cannot tell 

where it comes from or where it is going.  So it is 

with everyone born of the Spirit.Ó

Prayer:   Ask God to reveal to you the ways 

He is moving in your life.  

Question:   Are you seeking GodÕs 

presence or are you running from it?

Application:   In what ways are you actively 

seeking God?  

Thursday
1 John 1:5  Ð This is the message we have 

heard from him and declare to you:  God is light; 

in him there is no darkness at all.

Prayer:   Lord, teach me how to remain in 

the light.

Question:   Where does the darkness 

reside in your life?  Does it reside in your friends, 

your home, or your habits?  Do you want to 

move out of the darkness?

Application:   What are some ways you can 

focus on the light of God instead of the 

darkness of man?  

Friday
Matthew 5:16  Ð In the same way, let your 

light shine before men, that they may see your 

good deeds and praise your Father in heaven.

Prayer:   Ask God to use you in a way that 

others may see Him shining through you. 

Question:   Do you show others the light 

that lives in you or do you worry what others 

may think?

Application:   How can you be more like 

Jesus in the lives of others, whether it is your 

friends, your co-workers, your family, or simply 

people you encounter in your daily routine?

Saturday

Luke 8:16  Ð No one lights a lamp and hides 

it in a jar or puts it under a bed.  Instead, he puts 

it on a stand, so that those who come in can see 

the light.

Prayer:   God, please help me to be a light 

that the world can see.  

Question:   Do you hide your light in a jar or 

under a bed?  Are you ashamed of Jesus and 

revealing that to others?  Or are you grateful for 

the Light that lives in you?  

Application:   When your life is Þlled with 

the light of Jesus, you donÕt have to do anything 

amazing, the way you live your life will speak for 

you.  

How can you be more like Jesus?  In what 

ways can you share Jesus with others?
